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At a meeting on September 30 j 1964,· the Sub-Connni ttee agreed on a feVl 
technical changes:- . . . 

a) In the Hydro Detail Cards, col •.. '19 !;3hould be punched with an 8 in the 
cases when the tempera.ture is interpolated, and the salinity is obser 
with a 9 when the salinity is interpolated, and the temperature is 
observed. 

b) In the ET Detail Cards, the practice of punching 999 and an overpunch 
for missing temperatures at s.tandard depths should be abandoned; he 
future ,the field will be left. blank in such cases. 

c) 'rhe punching instructions in the manual should be amended 
opportunity in acoordance with the above decisions. 

Although the immediate goah of the Svb-Committee have now been reaoh 
it was felt by the mElYl1bers, and strongly vrged by the chairman (Hele.) and 
secretary (Smed) of the Hydrqgraphical COllunHtee, that the Sub-Committee 
should coni;inue to exist, as further development in the field will certf).in. y 
follow and influenoe the data handling methods of the Servioe Hydrogmphiq e. 

It is therefore recommended: 

that the Sub-Committee shall continue to exist, but tp.at its namS shovld i 
accordanoE;) with the expected change in the nature of its acti vi ties, be 
changed to flSub-Commi ttee for automatic data processing fl with the follow' ng 
terms of reference: 

To assist and advise 'che Service Hydrographique and -the Hydrographical Co ttee 
on such problems as will arise 80S consequences of the mechanization of the Index 
and of the furth.er development of automatic methods in data handling. 
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
