(0.M.1973/C:46). A reminder has therefore been sent to
the countries involved, requesting them to supply copies
of outstanding OWS data from NAOS vessels., In response
to this reminder the Service Hydrographique has received
a congiderable amount of data which after screening and
punching will be part of the next batch of data to be
supplied to the WDCs by the Service Hydrographique,
